Lydia and Bob loved their Victorian home in Vina, and Lydia would keep it
decorated for every holiday, special occasions, and wonderful family
gatherings. She was also very involved in the Vina Community activities. After
Bob’s death in 2011, she moved to the Courtyard in Chico.
